The location of the museum is now on the ground floor of
the main lodge at the summit of the resort. The display
focuses on the early days of Blue Mountain's history when it

was known as Little Gap.

WHY LITTLE GAP?

When Ray Tuthill developed the ski area, he tossed around a few names. He
explained that they named it Litiic Gap because the trails overlook the Village of Little
Gap. That name also happencr’ - Le on all the Pennsylvania road maps, and the

. It made sense at the beginning, but as time went on

mileage signs all point to Littic
Tuthill felt the name should be changed. In January of 1988, Blue Mountain was

announced as the new name of the ski area. It made sense as the ski area was built on
the side of Blue Mountain.

What ultimately pushed the change were the results of a market survey that was
conducted by students at Lehigh University. It covered several questions about the area

and found that the word little might be hurting the business. The final analysis showed a
name change was needed because skiers from out of state would figure Little Gap was a
small ski area. In hindsight Tuthill felt that using the word little was a mistake. He felt
other ski areas were smart by using a word in their name that implied big regardless of
their actual size. In fact, many of their competitors had a vertical half the size of Little

Gap.
